It is with regret that I advise you of the death of retiree David E. Autry, who died 
Sept. 14, 2025. He was 78. 
 
David entered the U.S. Navy on Sept. 12, 1965, and served through Sept. 13, 1969, 
including service in Vietnam. 
 
He began his DAV career in April 4, 1994, as an associate national director of 
communications at the DAV National Service and Legislative Headquarters in 
Washington, D.C. He was promoted to deputy national director of communications on 
June 8, 1998, and served in that role until his retirement on May 23, 2014. 
  
He was a member of DAV Chapter 4 in Wheaton, Maryland. 
 
David was preceded in death by his wife, Alice, in 2021. He is survived by his son,
